Please note there will be no alcohol to be brought on-site on 

13
th

-15
th

 May; cars will not be allowed into the camping area 

and all campfires, BBQ’s and caravans will be allowed on-site! 

Tickets for the evening do will be available during the day at £7, 

£10 on the gate in the evening. You will need ID and U18’s will 

need parental consent forms in order to buy tickets. Consent 

forms need to be on their person at all times during the 

weekend, and during the evening they will need to be 

accompanied by an over 18. Non-members who are U18 will 

not be allowed into the evening event.
